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1. General conditions for submitting the papers
Original articles within the scope of the Journal should be submitted through Internet: https://cmms-edit.agh.edu.pl/index.php/journal/ as pdf file. Papers have to be submitted in English. The file with the paper should contain:
· Title, Authors – full names, affiliations, addresses, emails, and ORCID numbers of all authors.
· Abstract – it must state the main objectives, scope, and findings of the work within approximately 300 words.
· Keywords – a few keywords are required for use in indexing.
· Main text with figures.
· Acknowledgements (if necessary).
· Appendix (if necessary, not advised).
· References.
All contributions will be evaluated by the two reviewers selected by the Editorial Board and the Authors will be notified about the decision. 
When the paper is accepted, MS Word source file with the text have to be sent. If requested by the editorial office also figures in separate files should be provided. 
2. Manuscript preparation
Text of the paper has to be written on the A4 format with 25 mm margins on all sides, using Times New Roman 12 pts font. Add page numbering at the bottom-centre of the page. 

Equations should be justified to the left margin and the equation number (in parentheses) to the right margin:

Figures and tables have to be included in the text. They should be referred to in the text by the whole word in lower case letters (for example, “function f(x) is presented in Figure 1, and the results of calculations are given in Table 1”). In a multi-panel figure, each component should be prepared and exported as an individual figure, then combined into a single layout. The panels must be labeled consecutively with lowercase letters a), b), c), etc., and the overall caption should describe the figure while referring to individual panels where appropriate.
Use the SI system for units and all quantitative data.

When the paper is accepted for publication, the editorial office may also request that you provide figures in separate files.

The reference list is located at the end of the text. 
The in-text references must be made by the name of the authors and the year of publication, for example:
In the case of one author:
…developed by Huber (1904).
…energetic criterion was applied (Huber, 1904).
In the case of two authors:
…on the basis of research performed by Sitko & Madej (2020).
…energetic criterion was applied (Sitko & Madej, 2020).
In the case of more than two authors:
Madej et al. (2019) researched the effect of...
…energetic criterion was applied (Madej et at., 2019).
In the case of referring to more than one publication, the alphabetical order is required:
(Perzynski & Madej, 2018; Sitko & Madej, 2014; Wang, 2020)
If one author of a group of authors published more than one cited paper in the same year, add letters a, b, c… after the year.
